4. Qualifying shall be 8 games moving every two games one pair left and right. One attempt only permitted for
each division entered.

5. 10 minute practice for Qualifying and 7 minutes practice for Finals.

6. The top 14 men and top 12 women shall advance to their respective Matchplay finals.

7. Ties — should a tie occur for any qualifying position or 15t to 3™ placing in Finals, final positions shall be

determined by highest game in that section of play i.e qualifying for qualifying, Finals for Finals. If still tied

the second highest game will be used and so on.

All Finals will be a head to head match play with 20 points awarded for a win and 10 points for a draw.

Pinfall from the qualifying section will be carried forward to Finals.

0. Finals will be a check in at reception. If a bowler has not checked in before the stated check in time, the

next highest qualified reserve present will be invited to compete.
